It is so easy to take things for granted in 
our life.  We get into a pattern, get com-
fortable and things become a way of life 
for us.  We don’ t question why—we 
just do it because, well I hate to use a 
trite Episcopal euphemism, but that is 
the way we have always done it.   The 
danger is that we go through the mo-
tions and fail to recognize meanings, 
see significance, and may even become 
uninterested.   Take for example wor-
ship.  If we don’ t understand why we do 
things in our liturgy, know the symbol-
ism involved, and realize that our wor-
ship  is not about us being entertained 
but abiding in God’s presence and 
showing our love for Him, then we can 
easily become bored and apathetic.   It 
is important that we take a step back 
occasionally and ask why--Why do we 
do this? 
 
On August 5th (through the 9th) we will 
begin our vacation Bible school (VBS) 
at Old St. Andrew’s.  We will gather in 
Gilchrist for supper at 5:30, and at 6:00 
begin our program for both children and 
adults entitled: “Lift Off!  Soaring to 
New Heights with God.”     In an effort 
not to take this important event in our 
parish life for granted and to avoid as-
suming this is something for others, it is 
important to ask: Why do we do this? 

 
WHY DO WE DO THIS? 

We must never forget that VBS is an 
important event in the lives of our chil-
dren; it shows that we value them.  
Time is taken by volunteers to organize, 
plan, teach, administrate, but our chil-
dren don’ t necessarily know this, all 
they know is that “Miss Kathy”  or “Mr. 
Sam” spend time with them doing cool 

stuff, singing songs, and learning about 
Jesus.  VBS is also a major discipleship 
activity for our children as they spend a 
concentrated amount of time in fellow-
ship, learning, and developing a deeper 
spirituality that compliments our other 
Christian education program.   It may 
seem simplistic to say, but VBS is part 
of who we are, it is one of the things we 
do at Old St. Andrew’s and needs to be, 
if you understand the above scripture, 
one of the most important events of our 
annual calendar. 
 

Perhaps one of the most important rea-
sons we do VBS is that it reaches the 
undereducated and un-churched.  For 
some of the children, this will be their 
only chance to get to learn more about 
Jesus and the Bible and it offers us a 
chance to invite others (neighbors, work 
colleagues, family,…) to come and take 
part in a special event.   If we are to 
carry out the Great Commission and to 
reach into the community with the 
transforming Gospel of Jesus Christ, we 
must recognize the potential that VBS 
has for touching the lives of those who 
do not yet know Jesus.    In the days to 
come we need to strive to be better 
stewards of what God has blessed us 
with at Old St. Andrew’s and invite 
others to share in these blessings. 
 

HOW SHOULD I BE INVOLVED? 
You should know that we have been 
blessed with a team of dedicated teach-
ers, assistants, and behind the scenes 
folks who have already spent a consid-
erable amount of time and talent prepar-
ing for our VBS, but there are still 
things that you can do that will impact 
the program. 
 
First, there is nothing more important 
than your direct involvement; sign your 
children up, invite other children to sign 
up and  
 

SIGN YOURSELF UP!  
 

That’s right!  Our program has an adult 
component that will be taught by Fr. 
Marshall Huey and will parallel the 
children’s program.   
  

Your participation will not only show 
our children how important fellowship 
and learning about Jesus is, but I know 
that you will have fun and learn as well.    
After dinner we will begin each session 
together in Gilchrist with singing, some 
skits, and sharing.  We will then brake 
up into our groups and be done by 8 
pm.  This will provide you the opportu-
nity to talk with the children about what 
they have done and what you have 
done—what a great way to carry out the 
above scripture! 
 
Secondly, I hope you will make an ef-
fort to welcome and talk to those who 
are “dropping”  off their children.   In-
vite them to stay for dinner and to join 
you for some singing and fun after-
wards—you never know which seeds 
you scatter will take root and flower. 
 
Lastly and most importantly pray for 
the staff during this time for energy, 
patience, and wisdom.  We are excited 
about what God has called us to do, but 
humbled by the importance of the task.  
Pray for the participants, that their 
hearts are touched and lives changed by 
what they may hear and do.  Pray for 
Old St. Andrew’s that we may be faith-
ful to the message God has called us to 
proclaim and for the boldness to pro-
claim it.

Month Ending June 30, 2007 

 
Preservation Fund:  Monthly giving to 
the Preservation Fund was $4,332.00, 
which was $1,828.61 lower than the 
total amount needed for the monthly 
bank payment of $5,514.36 and ex-
penses of $485.00 for a cross bracket 
and $161.25 for cleaning the altar rug.  
The Preservation Fund balance for the 
month ended June 30, 2007 is 
$30,649.65, and the loan balance is 
now $591,784.32. 
 
Operating Fund:  Monthly pledge giv-
ing for June was $20,710.00, which 
was $4,120.92 under budget.  Total giv-
ing in June to the Operating Fund was 
$31,465.96, which was $3,298.31 under 
budget.  Expenses for June were 
$38,776.88, which were $2,257.69 un-
der budget.  Therefore, operating ex-
penses exceeded income by $7,310.92 
for the month.

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In June I attended Cursillo weekend 
#148 at Camp St Christopher and I am 
pleased to have this opportunity to 
share a little of it with you.  There may 
be some of you who, while having 
heard the word Cursillo, don’ t really 
know what that means exactly.  So first 
let me give you some facts. 
 
History: 
Cursillos in Christianity (in Spanish: 
Cursillos de Cr istiandad) is a minis-
try that originated in the Roman Catho-
lic Church.  It was founded in Majorca, 
Spain by a group of laymen in 1944, 
while they were refining a technique to 
train pilgrimage leaders.  It has since 
been adapted by numerous other Chris-
tian faiths, some of them retaining the 
name "cursillo" while others have 
given the program a different name.  
The word "cursillo" means "short 
course" in Spanish. 
Within the Episcopal Church, the intent 
is to grow Christ Centered Leaders.  
Cursillo is an organized activity within 
the Church intended to help Christians 
truly get to know God©s love and God’s 
grace more deeply.  First within them-
selves.  And then to help them discover 
and live out their personal vocations in 
the world.  One of the ‘methods’  is 
simply helping you discover what your 
spiritual gifts are, and then asking you 
to look at whether you are using them 
to the fullness you could be.   
 
If I could describe my Cursillo week-
end for you succinctly, it would be:   
LOVE,  LOVE,  JOY,  LOVE,  FUN,  
LOVE, LAUGHTER, LOVE, SONG, 
LOVE, LOVE, LOVE. 
 
There were people there, ages 20-
something through 80-something.  Men 
and women.  Some married, some not.  
Some there with their significant oth-

ers, some not.  All different, and yet all 
the same.  We all loved God and 
wanted to be the very best person we 
could be.  That’s it.  But what a strong 
bond that is.  And I can honestly tell 
you that I have never in my life felt 
such overwhelming love as I received 
that weekend – and now carry with me.  
Because it’s like magic – it doesn’ t go 
away.  I guess it would be like that first 
instance of knowing God’s love if you 
had never had it in your life.  It is more 
powerful that falling in love for the 1st 
time.  More than the birth of a long 
awaited child.  Way more than winning 
the lottery.  I think because it comes so 
directly from the source and directly to 
you.  Since God is the source of all 
love, it flows directly into you because 
the scene has been set to help you open 
your heart to it.  But even if you really 
aren’ t ready totally, it comes anyway 
and that is when the joy kicks in. 
 
But before you get scared, you are 
never asked to get up and speak or 
share a testimony.  You are never 
asked to say or share anything.  And it 
is by far not all serious stuff.  It is lots 
and lots of fun and silliness and laugh-
ter and song.  Because once the joy 
kicks in, you really start to have a good 
time and you know nobody there is 
judging you.  They just love you.  At 
no time was it creepy.  These were all 
normal Episcopalians, so there was no 
over top evangelical stuff going on like 
you see on TV.  And if you go, we will 
not have to pull you in off street cor-
ners for preaching the word standing 
on a box. 
 
"Ultreya" is a Spanish word, derived 
from the original Latin, meaning 
perservere.  It was in common use by 
pilgrims to greet and to give encour-
agement to one another along the way, 

meaning "Keep on going!" or 
"Onward!".  It is used by all who have 
experienced Cursillo to encourage each 
other to continue to live out their faith 
in all the days of their life. 
 
Cursillo is a gift you give yourself.  Go 
and get your heart and your spirit 
filled.  You aren’ t too young, you 
aren’ t too old, you aren’ t too busy, and 
trust me on this – you deserve it!  If 
you even have the first thought about 
going, then listen very closely to that 
thought.  It is the Holy Spirit calling 
you to experience this adventure of 
love and joy.  Tell somebody and I 
promise you, the Lord will put it in 
motion and make it happen even if you 
think it can’ t.  That is exactly the way 
it happened for me.  Relax and enjoy 
the ride.  You will not be sorry.
