These words of Christ bring
to our attention the perfect
standard of God's righteous-
ness and what He requires of
us. Both The Summary of
the Law and The Deca-
logue (Ten Commandments)
are valid options for this
movement of the liturgy.
The Summary was first used
in place of The Decalogue in
1718.

The words Kyrie Eleison.
Christe Eleison. mean Lotd,
Have mercy. Christ, Have
Mercy. Within the liturgy, it
lifts our voices in a prayer
for the compassion of Christ
after the declaration of the
Summary of the Law, which
holds up the standard of
God's righteousness. Kyrie
Eleison first appeared in the
Holy Communion Service as
the response of a litany in
the Antioch-Jerusalem litur-
gy after the middle of the
4th century. Around
595AD, Christe Eleison was
added by St. Gregory the
Great of Rome.

The Liturgy of the Word
THE OLD TESTAMENT LESSON Isaiah 42 verses 1-9
Behold my servant, whom I uphold, my chosen, in whom my soul delights; I have

put my Spirit upon him; he will bring forth justice to the nations. 2He will not cry
aloud or lift up his voice, or make it heard in the street; 3a bruised reed he will not
break, and a faintly burning wick he will not quench; he will faithfully bring forth jus-
tice. #He will not grow faint or be discouraged till he has established justice in the
earth; and the coastlands wait for his law. 5 Thus says God, the LORD, who created
the heavens and stretched them out, who spread out the earth and what comes from
it, who gives breath to the people on it and spirit to those who walk in it: 6“I am
the LORD; I have called you in righteousness; I will take you by the hand and keep
you; I will give you as a covenant for the people, a light for the nations, 7 to open the
eyes that are blind, to bring out the prisoners from the dungeon, from the prison
those who sit in darkness. 81 am the LORD; that is my name; my glory I give to no
other, nor my praise to carved idols. ? Behold, the former things have come to pass,

The Collects are prayers
that touch on the theme of
the Scripture readings and
transitions us from speak-
ing and singing God’s
praise to listening to his
Holy Scriptures.

The Scriptures teach that
much of our spiritual re-
newal is by the washing of
the Word of God, which
cleanses our minds and
purifies our hearts. This
portion of the service is
known as the Liturgy of
the Word, and it consists
of the readings, the sermon,
the creed, and the prayers
of the people.

27 And he rose and
went. And there was an Ethiopian, a eunuch, a court official of Candace, queen of the
Ethiopians, who was in charge of all her treasure. He had come to Jerusalem to wor-
ship 28and was returning, seated in his chariot, and he was reading the prophet Isai-
ah. 2 And the Spirit said to Philip, “Go over and join this chatiot.” 3°So Philip ran to
him and heard him reading Isaiah the prophet and asked, “Do you understand what
you are reading?” 31 And he said, “How can I, unless someone guides me?” And he
invited Philip to come up and sit with him. 32 Now the passage of the Scripture that

THE SERMON The Reverend Marshall Huey

The Scriptures tell us that
Jesus is the Word that be-
came flesh and dwelled
among us. In the reading of
the Holy Gospel, the minis-
ters process with the Gospel
Book to the Crossing of the
church to read the selected
passage and symbolize the
Word dwelling among us.
The ministers process to the
Crossing during this hymn.

The word Gospel comes
from the Old English word,
god-spell,  which means
“good news” or “glad tid-
ings.” That word developed
from the Latin word, evan-
gelium, and Greek, evan-
gelion, which also literally
means “good news.” These
are the source of the English
and

words  “evangelist”

“evangelism”



The Nicene Creed is a
statement of what the Chris-
tian community believes to
be true about God. It was
born of rigorous intellectual
debate in the fourth century,
culminating in councils of
the whole church at Nicaea
in 325 and at Constantinople
in 381. The word “creed”
comes from the Latin word
“credo” which means “I
believe.”

Christians pray. When we
worship the living God, we
bring before Him our con-
cerns for ourselves and oth-
ers, for the world, and for
the church. We also thank
God for hearing and re-
sponding to our prayers. At
the Offertory, all of our
prayers are presented to
God along with our tithes
and offerings.

THE NICENE CREED (BCP 2019 page 127)

Let us confess our faith in the words of the Nicene Creed:
Celebrant and People:

We believe in one God, The Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth,

of all that is, visible and invisible. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only-
begotten Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from
Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with the Father;
through him all things were made for us and for our salvation, he came down from
heaven, was incarnate from the Holy Spirit, and the Virgin Mary, and was made man.
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried.
On the third day he rose again, in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into
heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to
judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end.

We look for the res-
urrection of the dead, and the life of the wotld to come. Amen.

strengthen you in all goodness, and bring you to everlasting life; through Jesus Christ
our Lord. Amen.

About the “postute” of prayer:
It has been commonly said
that Anglicans kneel for pray-
er, but that is not the rule for
posture in any edition of the
Prayer Book. Various editions
have assumed that standing is
the normal posture for public
prayer and have directed the
people to kneel only for con-
fessions, for reciting the Com-
mandments, etc. However, in
this parish it is the traditional
discipline to kneel for the
prayers. It is a posture of hu-
mility, which is something
always worth cultivating in
ourselves.

We are all sinful people.
Here, in the Confession, we
admit our wrongdoings and
lay our sins at the feet of Je-
sus on the cross.

In the Confession of Sin and
Absolution, our sins, both
individual and corporate, have
been confessed, and we have
been powerfully reassured of
God’s complete forgiveness
through Jesus Christ.



Here at Old St Andrew’s
Parish Church the choir sing
an Offertory Anthem every
week. Music can often help
to add additional weight and
emotion into the written
texts. A congregation can
hear a message via the sing-
ing of the choir, in a similar
way that they do when they
listen to a sermon. The mes-
sage can be used to teach,
offer praise, set a mood for
more teaching, and/or offer
a link to the whole Body of
Christ through the ages and
around the world by using
traditional songs & texts or
songs from another place.

Our altar is The Lord’s
Table and all baptized
Christians (baptized in the
Name of the Father, Son,
and Holy Spirit) are wel-
come to receive Holy Com-
munion here.

In the Anglican tradition,
Communion is received in
two kinds: in the Bread and
in the Wine. The Bread is
offered first and is typically
placed in one’s open palm.
After hearing the words
“The Body of Christ, the
bread of Heaven,” the
bread is ready to be con-
sumed. A chalice bearer
will then offer the Wine.

We offer two chalices for
Holy Communion. The
first, smaller chalice is for
intinction (dipping the wa-
fer into the chalice.) The
second, larger chalice is for
consumption. If you would
prefer to drink from the
cup, please hold the wafer
in front of you untl the
larger chalice is offered.

* If you ot your children are
not baptized, you may re-
ceive a blessing at the altar
rail from the Priest. Simply
cross your hands over your
chest as you kneel at the
rail.

Ladies, please “blot” your
lipstick prior to receiving
communion, as this will
help preserve our beautiful
altar linens.

The Sanctus is the song of
the seraphim contained in
the great vision that the
prophet Isaiah experienced
while worshipping in the
Temple in Jerusalem. This
vision is recorded in the 6th
chapter of Isaiah. It is in-
spited by Isaiah’s vision of
the heavenly court “Holy,
holy, holy” acknowledging
the transcendence of God.



When we gather together,
we remember the presence
of Jesus. By repeating the
words and actions of Jesus’
last meal with His disciples,
we join the story and make it
our own. We don’t just
watch the drama or listen to
it unfold, we enter into the
story as we, too, take the
bread and wine and eat and
drink and participate in the
victory Christ has won for
us.

This AMEN is often called
the “Great Amen” because
it is the apex of our liturgy,
the powerful ending to the
Eucharist Prayer.

THE PRAYER OF CONSECRATION (BCP 2019 page 132)
Please Kneel
Celebrant:

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you have made us for yourself; and
when we had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your
mercy, sent your only Son Jesus Christ into the world for our salvation. By the Holy
Spirit and the Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us. In obedience to
your will, he stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for all,
that by his suffering and death we might be saved. By his resurrection he broke the
bonds of death, trampling Hell and Satan under his feet. As our great high priest, he
ascended to your right hand in glory, that we might come with confidence before the

throne of grace.

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he
had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my

Body, which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.”

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it
to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant,
which is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink

it, do this in remembrance of me.”
Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:

Celebrant and People:

Christ has died.
Christ is risen.

Christ will come again.

Celebrant:

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Word and Holy
Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us
also, that we may worthily receive this holy Sacrament, and be made one body with
him, that he may dwell in us and we in him. In the fullness of time, put all things in
subjection under your Christ, and bring us with all your saints into the joy of your

heavenly kingdom, where we shall see our Lord face to face.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in
the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and
for ever. Amen.

The Lord’s Prayer, so
called because Jesus gave
this prayer to His disciples
as an example of how to
pray, has been a part of Eu-
charistic liturgies since the
fourth century. The link
between “our daily bread”
and the spiritual food we
receive in the Eucharist is
very ancient. In the Lord’s
Prayer, we ask for daily
bread, meaning the things
we need to get through each
day. But as a part of that, the
sacramental bread is Jesus
Christ, truly present in this
bread. When we eat of this
bread, we most -certainly
receive our daily bread.

The Prayer of Humble Ac-
cess is a very distinctive ele-
ment of worship in the Angli-
can Tradition. Assembled in
the ecarliest prayer books by
Thomas Cranmet, it includes
phrases and concepts from
Mark 7:28, the Liturgy of St.
Basil, a Gregorian collect,
John 6:56, and some ideas of
Thomas Aquinas.



The Christian life is deeply
personal yet is essentially
cotporate by nature, not
private. Every act of worship
is intended not only to glori-
ty God for His own sake, but
to lift up and build up one
another in Christ for His
sake as well. The word
“liturgy” literally means “the
work of the people.” A cen-
tral function of liturgy is to
send the message that in a
worship community there are
no bystanders. It is corporate
through and through and
from one end to the other.
Singing is also a form of
prayer that can help carry the
heart to God not only in the
words being sung but be-
yond the reach of words.
